About the Organization: The Center for Life Sciences, Health and Medicine, India (CLSHM) is a world-class integrative healthcare research and clinical center in the area of mental retardation, birth disabilities and other developmental disorders. CLSHM is led by Dr. Gunvant Oswal, Dr. Pooja Upasani and Dr. Shrirang Upasani.
